A letter of credit is required if the value of the Main' article(s) is more than
US$1000, and for Secondary? article(s) in commercial quantity if the value is
more than US$500.

"1. Main article(s) - Imports of the basic necessities: foods, clothing,
shelter, health and education which low income
group can generally afford to consume.

2. Secondary article(s) - Imports of the consumers requirements of the
affluent class of more than average means who
can generally afford such goods as are
considered luxuries or expenses for mere
pleasures, in addition to those specified in the
above categories."

Postal items containing recorded cassette/voice tapes should be properly
packed to withstand international transport handling. Parcel containing liquids
should be marked "Fragile".

Measures to be followed for sending of postal items containing non-flammable
liquids and gels by airmails:

a) the containers used for storing the non-flammable liquids and
gels should, as far as possible, be the original manufacturer’s
packaging; any repackaging should have been carried out by
authorised and legitimate laboratories/manufacturers;

b) the allowable and acceptable volume of the non-flammable
liquids and gels for postal transmission should be strictly
observed;

c) the contents of postal items containing non-flammable liquids
and gels should be listed individually and in detail in the
consignment note/CN 22/CN 23, including the name of the
non-flammable liquids and gels, the volume and the type of
packaging.

Restrictions also apply to the importation of silkkworms and their eggs; plants
and seeds.

Each parcel shall bear the exact and complete names and addresses of the
sender and the recipient in Roman characters. The sender is advised to

enclose in the parcel a copy of his address and that of the recipient.

Compensation is not payable for uninsured parcels.

Electrical deaf-aids and surgical belts, hose, etc required for the personal
use of the addressee or a member of his family are, however, admitted free
of duty if the addressee holds a permit issued by the Polish health
authorities.

Insurance, air, limit $2,250. Express (air parcels only).

Parcel Despatch Note.

Letters, except those exchanged between the sender and the addressee of
the parcel or persons residing with them; firearms, ammunitions & explosive
substances; dirty used clothing; charged butane gas lighters and refills
(uncharged lighters are admitted); labels, empty receptacles and so on
having the names of non-Polish firms sent without goods. No documents,
printed matter, books periodicals, sketches, photographs, photographic films
(negatives or paper), gramophone recordings, etc may be sent by post if
they contain matter prejudicial to Polish laws and customs.

Restrictions apply to the importation of alcoholic liquors; artificial sweetening
substances; fruit; meat and other animal products; medicines; plants and
seeds; potatoes; serums and vaccines; tobacco. Commercial parcels are not
in general admitted unless an import licence has been obtained from the
appropriate Polish authority.

All articles (including those sent in "Gift" parcels) are liable to Customs duty.
Electrical deaf aids and surgical belts, hose, etc required for the personal use
of the addressee or a member of his family are, however, admitted free of duty
if the addressee holds a permit issued by the Polish health authorities.

Gift parcels for private persons are admitted generally without import
restrictions providing they contain reasonable quantities only of articles
required for the personal use of the addressee or his family and the total value
does not exceed US$100. Customs duties are payable on most articles. Gift
parcels may not be sent to associations, organisations, institutions and so on
without the permission of the Polish Minister of Foreign Trade.

Products such as tobacco, alcohol, alcoholic beverages, perfumes, toilet
waters, coffee or tea are subject to the payment of duty and/or taxes (excise
duty and VAT).

Items containing such products are exempt from customs duty, etc., only if
the following conditions are met:

1. The items are sent only occasionally and from the sender to the
addressee, without anything being payable by the latter.

2. The goods are for the personal use of the addressees or their families.
The value of goods from countries that are not part of the European
Union may not exceed 45 EUR.

3. The ceilings on quantities for importation listed below are applicable to
all countries, including those of the European Union:

a. for tobacco (only one of the following):
- 50 cigarettes;
- 25 cigarillos;
- 10 cigars;
- 50 grammes of pipe tobacco

b. for alcohol, alcoholic beverages, distilled beverages, spirits or
similar beverages:
- 1litre; or
- for wine: 2 litres

c. for miscellaneous products (only one of the following):
- 50 grammes of perfume;
- 0.25 litre of toilet water;
- 500 grammes of coffee;
- 200 grammes of coffee extract or essence;
- 100 grammes of tea;
- 40 grammes of tea extract or essence.

Consignment of goods subject to the above ceilings which exceed
the quantities specified are not exempt from taxes and duty.”

Letters; tobacco (unless addressed to members of the Diplomatic Corps);
bonds and orders payable to bearer, unobliterated postage and other
stamps; butane gas lighters and refills (uncharged lighters are admitted).

Restrictions apply to the importation of medicines; plants; saccharin and
similar substances; meat.

With certain exceptions, parcels containing goods up to value of 2,500
escudos may be imported into Portugal without import licence or prior
registration. An import licence is required for all parcels containing goods
exceeding 2,500 escudos in value.

An invoice certified by a Portuguese Consul is required in respect of each
consignment of goods over 550 escudos in value sent from a district in
which a Portuguese consular representative resides. These invoices should
not accompany the parcels but should be sent direct to the addressee.
Certificates of origin are required for certain types of goods. Where a
certificate of origin or an invoice bearing the origin declaration is provided
this should be stated on the Customs declarations and all documents should
be handed to the post office with the parcel.

Celluloid (seasoned), films and other articles made of celluloid must be
packed in soldered tin boxes enclosed in strong wooden boxes.

Declarations should show the Post Office serial
number and the parcel and should as far as possible, be prepared in French
as well as in English and in accordance with the classification of the French
Customs tariff. Weights and measures should be shown in the metric
system.

Letters, except those exchanged between the sender and the addressee of
the parcel or persons residing with them; butane gas lighters; playing cards;
saccharine; tobacco essence; all goods bearing indication which suggest
they are of French origin or manufacture when they are not.

Restrictions apply to the importation of cut-flowers; eggs of game birds
during close season; fish and game; fresh fruit; fresh vegetables and
potatoes, including seed potatoes; gramophone records; preserved fish,
plums and vegetables; living plants, roots and bulbs; shrubs.

The importation of certain other goods is subject to the product of an import
licence, and such goods should not be despatched until the necessary
licence has been obtained by the addressee.

Gift parcels are only admitted free of Customs charges if they comply with
certain conditions. Information about these conditions is given in the entry
for France.

Invoice will be necessary for commercial parcels of a value greater than 250
French francs. It must compulsorily be attached by the senders, to the
Customs declarations.

Delivery charges are collected except at La Pointe des Galets, Saint Denis
and Saint Pierre.

Postal items containing firearms and ammunition, as well as parts of these,
sent to or transiting via Romania, are prohibited.

Under Romanian regulations, no parcel other than gift parcels, and parcels
containing printed matter only (books, periodicals, etc) may be sent to
private persons. No parcels other than those containing printed matter may
be sent by commercial firms except to Romanian state enterprises. Customs
duties will not be raised on parcel containing scientific or therapeutic
products sent by commercial firms to institutions, scientific organisations,
clinics, hospitals, etc. Information about Romanian state enterprises should
be obtained from the Romanian embassy.

Under Romanian regulations, gift parcels may be sent to private person
without import licences, provided the contents are for the personal use of the
addressee or members of his family; Customs duties are payable. The
parcels may contain only certain articles in specified quantities, and the total
weight of all parcels received by one person during one year must not
exceed 25 kg. Parcels sent in excess of this annual weight limit require
import licences and are subject to higher Customs duties. Medicine may be
sent providing a permit issued by the Romanian Health Authorities has been
obtained by the addressee, but may not be included in parcels containing
other items. No goods other than medicines may be sent in hermetically
sealed tins; fresh fruit and vegetables must be accompanied by a certificate
of plant health. Customs declarations must specify in detail the number,
weight and value of each article which must be separately listed. In addition,
a detailed list of the contents must be enclosed in the parcel.

except in insured letters. Currency of the Russian Federation, cheques from
the Bank of Foreign Trade or the Bank for Foreign Economic Affairs of the
Russian Federation, bonds and government loans of the Russian Federation
and lottery tickets of the Russian Federation may be sent only with the
authorisation of the Russian Federation Central Bank and only in insured
items. Ordinary and registered letters containing articles subject to Customs
duty.

The postal administration of the Russian Federation informed the postal
administrations of UPU member countries of the disclosure by Russian
customs officials of cases involving the transmission of various types of
knives in international postal items sent from certain member countries.
According to the list of prohibited articles
(www.upu.int/customs/en/country list en.pdf), the importation of these
articles into the Russian Federation is prohibited.

The postal administration of the Russian Federation therefore asks postal
administrations that have admitted items containing this type of article
prohibited from transmission by post to take measures aimed at preventing
such cases.

Non-acceptance of enquiries on ordinary mail items

Drawings, printed matter, photographs, film, manuscripts, printers' blocks
and gramophone records are admitted only by authority of the Russian
Authorities. Exceptionally, however, technical and scientific literature and
periodicals not intended for sale sent to Russian trusts, syndicates or
government departments, and single copies of books,

periodicals and so on sent by publishers, bookseller and other firms to
private persons are admitted without permit. Medicines are admitted only if
accompanied by a prescription issued by a doctor in Russian Federation
and bearing the stamp and seal of a Russian health centre. Seeds, plants or
parts of plants are admitted only if addressed to a recognised organisation
or institution.

Russian Federation — forms CN 22 and CN 23
Postal administrations are informed of the following:

Customs clearance of postal items arriving in the Russian federation is
suffering significant delays as a result of senders’ failure to comply
with articles RL 152 of the Letter Post Regulations and RC 145 of the
parcel Post Regulations, and with the instructions on the back of the
CN 22 and CN 23 customs declaration forms.

This problem has also been raised by the customs authorities of the
Russian Federation and reported in a press release available (in
Russian) at the following address:

www.customs.ru/ru/press/indx.php?&date286=200710&id286=16531

The postal administration of the Russian Federation also points out
that over 80% of international mail destined for Russia is sent to the
Moscow office of exchange. As the volumes of incoming international
mail are rising by 30% each year, large quantities of such mail are
accumulating at this exchange office.

In the light if the above, and given the additional time needed for
customs clearance of incoming international parcels whose CN 22 and
CN 23 declarations have not been filled out correctly, the Russian
Federation cannot guarantee on-time delivery of parcels and small
packets.

The postal administration of the Russian Federation also asks UPU
member countries to carry out more stringent checks to ensure the

correct completion of CN 22 and CN 23 customs declarations.

Letters, conserves in hermetically sealed containers for private persons,
corrected proofs with marked words or phrases, documents, printed matter,
photographs, pictures and so on prejudicial to Russian economy, fresh fruit
and vegetables, pasta foods including bread products, medicines to private
persons, military materials, postage stamps, Russian coin and monetary
documents except under permit, sulphate of copper, used cloth, clothing and
footwear, chewing gum, musical cards.

Books, pictures, maps, music or other printed matter, meat in any form,
medicines other than to private person are admitted only if accompanied by
a prescription issued by a doctor in the Russian Federation and bearing the
stamp and seal of a Russian health centre, seeds, plants and parts of plants
are admitted only if addressed to a recognised organisation or institution.

Parcels containing butter, honey and animal products must be accompanied
by a certificate issued by the veterinary authorities of the country of origin.
Parcels containing urns of ashes of deceased persons must be
accompanied by medical certificates.

Small quantities of certain articles may be imported without a licence up to
specified limits provided they are intended for the personal use of the
addressee. Gift parcels may not contain perishable food, foodstuffs in
hermetically sealed or glass containers, spirits, cloth cuttings, thread,
photographic apparatus or watches.

Parcels must be strongly packed in the manner adequate for the length of
the journey and for the protection of the contents.

In view of the above and to guarantee customer satisfaction, the postal
administration of Turkey would be grateful if UPU member countries would
recommend to their customers not to use adhesive tape or other adhesive
material to close their registered postal items. Although no special condition
for closing is currently required for ordinary or registered letter-post items,
should adhesive tape or other adhesive material be used, the postal
administration of Turkey asks postal administrations of origin to ensure that
items for its country closed by these means bear the name, mark, stamp or
signature of the sender or a mark or date-stamp impression of the office of
origin. This will indicate to addressees that this method of closure was used
by the sender himself.

Ordinary and registered letters must only contain
private written messages, documents, receipts, invoices, accounts and
private photographs. Food products (packed by the manufactured of up to a

Invoices must accompany postal
articles with a commercial value, which are delivered on presentation of the
appropriate import permits and payment of customs duty.

Conditions concerning the documentation relating to the entry of goods are:

(a) Letters and small packets containing goods, and postage stamps for
philatelic purposes:

Firstly, if such an item is despatched to a private person in the United
Kingdom a Green Label must be affixed on the outside or,
alternatively, the upper part of a Green Label must be affixed on the
outside and, in addition, an individual customs declaration must be
fixed, or inserted in it.

Secondly, if such an item is despatched commercially, the upper part
of a Green Label must be affixed on the outside and, in addition, an
individual customs declaration must be fixed or inserted in it. A bill
should also be fixed or inserted in it.

Thirdly, the documents mentioned under firstly and secondly are
required whether the goods are liable to customs duties or not on their
entry to the United Kingdom.

b) Printed Matter - If the contents of an item of printed matter are
liable to customs duties, the documentation required is the same as
for the letters and small packets. If the contents are not liable to
customs duties, customs declaration is not required. In as much as
the above-mentioned requirements are prescribed, their disregard
may lead to the confiscation of the items. It must also be noted that
when individual customs declarations or bills are furnished, customs
clearances may be accelerated if they are fixed to the outside of
items rather than inserted in them.

A recent change in Great Britain’s excise legislation means that excise duty
must be paid on all alcohol and tobacco products, including occasional
gifts, sent through the post to Great Britain from any other country. It is an
offence to sell alcohol or tobacco products on which Great Britain’s excise
duty has not been paid.

From countries outside the European Union (EU)

Like most goods arriving into Great Britain from outside of the EU, alcohol
and tobacco products are liable to customs duty, excise duty and import
VAT. All of these must be paid regardless of whether the goods are
purchased, are for private use, or for sale, or received as a gift.

CN22 and CN23 customs declarations for items destined for Great Britain
should be fully and accurately completed in English (or French) and firmly
attached to the outside of items. The sender should sign and date the
customs declaration and, when using a CN22, the sender’s full name and
address must be clearly written on the front of the item.

From countries within the European Union (EU)

All alcohol and tobacco products sent from another EU member state are
liable to Great Britain excise duty. Senders must make prior arrangements
to account for this duty before the goods are dispatched from the exporting
member state; otherwise, the goods will be liable to forfeiture. For more
information on this please see the “Distance Selling” procedures in HM
Revenue and Customs Notice 203: Registered Excise Dealers and

Shippers, which can be accessed via www.hmrc.gov.uk.

Imports that do not comply with the above conditions will be subject to
forfeiture to HM Revenue and Customs, in which case Royal Mail will not
accept liability and will not pay any compensation.

Imitations, etc of any postage
stamp for denoting any rate of postage. Indecent and obscene prints,
paintings, books, cards, lithographs and other engravings, films, videotapes
or any other indecent or obscene articles. Any advertisement or notice,
imported for publication, about the drawing or intended drawing of any
lottery.

Firearms (or parts thereof) may not be sent in parcels or EMS items for
delivery in, or transit through, Great Britain.

Coins, bank notes, currency notes or securities of any kind payable to
bearer, travellers’ cheques, platinum, gold or silver, whether
manufactured or not, precious stones, jewels or other valuables articles
except in insured letters.

Narcotics substances sent for a medical or scientific purpose, but only with
an Import Licence from the home Office.

Psychotropic substances with either an Import Licence from the Home Office
or an Import Licence from the responsible authority. Vaccines, Sera, Toxins,
Anti-toxins and Antigens; Insulin; Preparations of the Pituitary (Posterior
Lobe); Corticotrophin; Heparin and Hyaluronidase, when the addressee has
obtained an Import Licence from the responsible authority.

Ivory, worked or unworked must be accompanied by an Import Licence issue
by the UK Department of Trade and Industry.

Arms intended for sporting purposes. The sender must ensure that the
addressee has obtained an import licence.

Imports from countries outside the European Union (EU)

The current rules mean that it is illegal to import meat and milk-based products
for personal use into Great Britain from non-EU countries. There are also
restrictions on the importation of other foodstuffs, including fish, shellfish,
honey, eggs and certain types of fruit and vegetables. These rules apply
regardless of whether the foodstuffs are imported for personal use, as a gift, or
transmitted by post. Prohibited articles (or articles imported in an amount
greater than that allowed) may be seized and destroyed. Controls on food
imports are essential to protect public health and livestock, and the
Government is committed to reducing the risk of contaminating the food chain
via illegally imported products.

All imports must comply
with the restrictions on perishable foodstuffs

Avian influenza

Avian influenza(H5N1) has occurred in a number of countries. It is illegal to
import into Great Britain, from a non-EU country affected by avian influenza
or from a restricted area, any of the following products: poultry meat, eggs,
and other poultry-derived products.

Transmission of perishable foodstuffs by post

Notwithstanding the above restrictions, Royal Mail will not accept any
perishable foodstuffs which are not properly packaged. Perishable foodstuffs
must be able to withstand the conditions of transport corresponding to the
service used. Fish should be smoked or chilled, and vacuum-packed before
consignment. In order to prevent contamination, it must be enclosed in
appropriate polystyrene packaging marked “perishable”. It is up to the sender
to ensure that perishable foodstuffs are so packaged that they are kept at a
appropriate temperature during transportation via the postal network, thereby
avoiding any health risk. Any foodstuffs imported into Great Britain that do
not comply with the above provisions may be seized and destroyed.

If goods are liable to any ad varolem duty, an invoice, showing the contents
in detail and the value of each article should be enclosed, and the cover of
the parcel should be marked on the address side "Invoice enclosed".

When the invoice relates to more than one parcel, the cover of each
parcel should be marked "Invoice enclosed in Parcel No ...."

Parcels posted in Singapore containing goods claimed to be of local growth,
produce or manufacture should be covered by Certificates of origin which
include Commercial invoices or other documents on which the Certificate of
origin appears. Certificates of origin should be sent separately, preferably by
letter post, to the addressee for presentation to the Customs.

In this connection, it should be noted that responsibility for ascertaining as to
whether goods contained in postal parcels are liable to customs duty, and the
category in which they fall, rests on the sender as no information on the
subject is available at local post offices.

Invoice An invoice must be enclosed in all packets containing either merchandise or

books for sale; and a statement (giving accurate particulars of contents and
value) in all packets containing merchandise or books not sent in execution
of an order or not for sale. Each packet should be marked on the address
side "Invoice enclosed". If the total value of the goods contained in a packet
or in several packets sent at the same time by the same sender to the same
addressee exceeds US$250, the invoice (or statement) may have to be
certified by a United State Consul, and senders are recommended to make
enquiry of a U.S. consul if in doubt as to whether certification is necessary in
any particular case. A Consular invoice is not required, however, in respect
of a packet (or several packets posted at the same time) the contents of
which are intended for the personal use of the importer and do not exceed
US$500 in value.

Bona-fide gift (other than tobacco products and perfume containing alcohol)
which are valued up to US$100 are admitted free of duty. Shipment of other
than bona-fide gifts (except items subject to internal revenue tax, such as
cigars, cigarettes and other tobacco products; and commercial shipments of
merchandise for which there is a quote) with a value of up to US$200 dollars
are also admitted free of duty.

The undermentioned articles are also exempt from duty:

- books, bound and not bound pamphlets;

- printed matter issued by literary or scientific institutions for their
subscribers or exchange;

- printed matter of individuals, not advertising matter, for gratuitous
private circulation;

- international Customs forms (carnets), and parts thereof, in English or
French (whether or not in additional languages);

- newspapers;

- periodicals;

- music in books or sheets;

- maps, atlases and charts;

- photographs, engravings, etchings, lithographs and wood cuts, and
pictorial matter produced by relief or stencil printing process, bound or
not bound, printed over 20 years at time of importation;

- printed matter printed by a lithographic process on paper not over
0.020 inch thick is generally dutiable at the rate of 6 cents per pound;
other printed matter susceptible of authorship is dutiable at the rate of
2 percent ad valorem, and other wise dutiable at the rate of 7%
percent ad valorem.

- tea is exempt from duties, but is subject to examination by the
Customs with a view to ascertaining its purity, quality and fitness for
consumption. However, this verification is not necessary for samples
of tea imported in articles originating in producing countries, up to the
weight of 2 pounds when not intended for sale.

All items intended for Washington DC should have the letters DC included in
the address. It is most important that if the Zip Code number is known, it
should appear in the address on all postal packets, following the name of
the state of destination, for example BOSTON MASS 02100. This will help
to ensure a quicker delivery in the U.S.A.

Addresses should be legible, typewritten if possible, and contain no
punctuation marks. The address should also be written entirely in capital
letters. Below is the recommended format and an example:

First line: RECIPIENT'S NAME
Second line:  NUMBER, STREET AND APARTMENT NUMBER (if any)
OR POST OFFICE BOX

Third line: CITY, STATE AND POSTAL CODE
Last line: COUNTRY

Restrictions apply to the importation of - Bees, silkworms, insects and
reptiles; all meat (beef, pork, mutton or poultry) or meat products can enter if
fully cooked in a hermetically-sealed container so as to be shelf stable
without refrigeration; Edible animal products are prohibited unless such
products are imported for pharmaceutical or biological purposes with
authorisation of animal and plant Inspection Service, Veterinary Services, of
the US Department of Agriculture, animal products; Fruits, vegetables and
fish which easily decompose, as well as substances which exhale a bad
odour.

Plants and plant products are subject to prohibitions or restrictions of plant
quarantines or regulatory orders of the US Department of Agriculture.
Radiation emitting products; All serum, vaccine, virus or other biological
products intended for the treatment of domestic animals; all vector, cultures
or collections of organisms or viruses, or their derivatives, that may
introduce or disseminate diseases of animals, require a permit issued to the
importer by the US Department of Agriculture; knives.

Under the United States Public Health Security and Bioterrorism Preparedness
and Response Act of 2002, food imports into the United States requires prior
notice to be submitted to and confirmed by the Food and Drug Administration
(FDA) before the food is sent.

According to the Compliance Policy Guide, revised June 2004, issued by the
US Food and Drug Administration, the requirement of prior notice does not
apply to food arriving by international mail, food carried by or otherwise
accompanying an individual, food made by an individual in his/her personal
residence and sent as a personal gift for non-business reasons to an
individual in the United States or food imported or offered for import for
non-commercial purpose. Examples of foods imported or offered for import
that may be covered by this non-commercial category are:

- food in household goods, including military, civilian, government
agency and diplomatic transfers;

- food purchased by a traveller and mailed or shipped to the traveller's
U.S. address by the traveller;

- gifts purchased at a commercial establishment and sent by the
purchaser. If the commercial establishment posts the goods on its
behalf, the prior notification will still apply.

Businesses wishing to send manufactured food products through the
postal service must continue to obtain a prior notification reference
number from the US Food and Drug Administration (FDA). To obtain the
required information, they can access the website: www.access.fda.gov.

For the purpose of prior notice, 'food' means (1) articles of food or drink for
man or other animals, (2) chewing gum, and (3) materials used as
components of any such article, except that it does not include food contact
substances or pesticides.

The importation of postal items containing textiles and textile products must
meet the following requirements:

(a) Commercial Shipment
(i) Singapore Origin

All textile commercial shipments of Singapore origin to the USA will be
subject to US import quota and visa requirements. The TEXTILE VISA
will be issued by the Trade Development Board.

(i)  Non-Singapore Origin

For all textile commercial shipments of non-Singapore origin, such
shipments to the USA will also be subject to quota and/or visa
requirements, as appropriate, which apply to the country of origin.

(b) Personal Use Shipments

Postal items containing textile items for personal use, regardless of
origin and value do not require TEXTILE VISAS. However, such postal
items must be accompanied by -

()  An international Customs Mail Declaration, Parcel Despatch
Note, giving a full and accurate description of the contents and
their value.

(i) An original copy of the invoice or bill of sale giving and accurate
description and the purchase price of the contents. If an invoice
or bill of sale is not available (e.g. a gift or used item), the sender
can provide his own statement of the fair retail value of the item
in Singapore.

The above documents must be securely attached to the outside of the postal
items.

Shipments from tailors to their clients in the USA may be considered a
personal use shipment depending on the specific circumstances involved.

An example of a personal use shipment from Singapore would be as
follows:

If a US resident visits a tailor in Singapore who measures him for wearing
apparel which is made up in Singapore after the individual departs the
country, the tailor then sends the items directly by mail to the individual for
his personal use, not for resale.

An example of a commercial shipment would involve a Singapore tailor
who fills orders from his US agent who has taken measurements from the
individual buyer.

The determination of "personal use"” is at the discretion of the US
Customs at the time of import. The US Customs are likely to question an
unusually large or unusually high value shipment of textiles which is
documented as a "personal use shipment" to a recipient in the USA. Hence,
senders should be advised that it is up to the US Customs to determine
what items are considered for personal use.

(c) Senders of commercial shipments of textile items of Singapore origin,
can apply for TEXTILE VISAS from the:

Import permits are required for all parcels containing bulbs, plants, and parts
of plants and seeds.

An invoice or statement giving accurately the value of the contents for
Customs purposes should be enclosed in every parcel containing books and
also in every sealed parcel containing merchandise; and the parcels should
be marked on the address side "Invoice enclosed". If, however, the invoice
or statement relates to more parcels than one, it should be enclosed in
parcel No. 1 and the remaining parcels should be marked "invoice enclosed
in parcel No. 1". Senders are advised to prepare and forward their invoices
with a space for certification left blank, to American importers for
presentation to the United States Customs authorities in connection with the
entry of the merchandise.

Every article (except books imported by or for the account for any public
library or library association) capable of being stamped, branded or labelled
at the time of its manufacture, without suffering damage, must, as well as its
immediate container and the packing in which the article is sent, be
conspicuously and indelibly stamped or branded, and so on, in English
characters with an indication of the country of origin.

A combined fee of US$2.70 for Customs clearance and delivery is collected
from the addressee only if the parcel is liable for Customs duty.

Bona-fide gifts (other than tobacco products and perfume containing alcohol)
which are valued up to 100 U.S. dollars are admitted free of duty. Shipments
of other than bona-fide gifts (except items subject to internal revenue tax,
such as cigars, cigarettes and other tobacco products; and commercial
shipments of merchandise for which there is a quota) with a value of up to
200 U.S. dollars are also admitted free of duty.

Compensation is not payable for uninsured parcels.

All commercial parcels (i.e. parcels with a value of over 20,000 rials i.e. the
equivalent of US$2,000 sent by a single sender to a single addressee) must
be accompanied by an import licence issued by the Ministry of Economics,
Supply and Trade at Sana'a.

Parcels sent as gifts to addressees residing in Yemen and with contents
intended for their personal use are admitted at the rate of one parcel per
month per addressee, on condition that the value of the contents does not
exceed US$85. Parcels of this kind whose contents are worth more than this
amount will be returned to origin. Persons under the age of 16 cannot
receive gift parcels by post. Any parcels sent to them will be returned to
origin.

Parcels addressed to post box numbers only, that is, without the actual
address of the addressee, are inadmissible.

Compensation is not payable for damage to parcels containing liquids,
liquefiable substances, glass or other fragile articles or perishable nature.

SECTION 4 : PHILATELIC

The Singapore Philatelic Bureau caters to the philatelic needs of stamp
collectors and stamps dealers both at home and abroad. At the Bureau's
following outlets, customers can buy new and past postage stamp issues,
postal stamped stationery, presentation packs and annual stamp albums as
well as obtain date stamping service :

Change Alley Changi Airport Chinatown Point
Jurong Point Killiney Road Robinson Road
Singapore Post Centre Tanglin Thomson Road
Toa Payoh Central Woodlands Central

Collectors can buy a complete set of new stamps affixed on matching first day
covers and cancelled with a special first day of issue date-stamp. These
covers are then packed in a protective envelope and sent to the stamp
collectors. Orders for these first day covers may be placed through our
Advance Order Service or Standing Order Deposit Account Service. Such
pre-cancelled first day covers are also available at all Post Offices on the
issue date only for each new issue.

Stamp collectors who do not vary their requirements of new postage stamps,
first day covers, presentation packs and postal stamped stationery, may find it
convenient to subscribe to the Standing Order Deposit Account service.
SODA subscribers need only to maintain a credit account and a set of
standing instructions with the Philatelic Bureau (Sales Section). They then
receive a regular supply of the new issues together with a statement of
account detailing the purchases, the postage, registration fee and service fee,
where appropriate, and an advice on the credit balance.

Application forms for SODA service are obtainable from any Post Office.

Stamp collectors may also obtain their requirements of new Singapore
postage stamps, first day covers, presentation packs and postal stamped
stationery by placing an advance order with the Philatelic Bureau (Sales
Section) before the release date of each new stamp issue. This service is
suitable for customers who vary their orders from issue to issue and for SODA
account holders who wish to make additional orders for any particular issue.
Order forms are obtainable from all Post Offices and customers can also
purchase online at http://shop.vpost.com.sg.

This service allows customers to personalise their special stamp sheet by
printing their photos or message in the tab next to an actual stamp.
Customers can choose from a variety of designs of MyStamp sheets for
personalisation. The on-the-spot MyStamp service is available at the following
selected Post Offices:

Customers can also place their orders through order forms available at all
Post Offices or purchase online at http://shop.vpost.com.sg/MyStamp

Orders for bulk purchase of Singapore philatelic products and postage stamp
sets may be sent by post to the Philatelic Bureau. All orders should be
accompanied by the appropriate remittance that should cover the face value
of the products as well as the return postage and registration fee, if
applicable.

The remittance should be in the form of a Singapore cheque, bank draft,
money order or postal order made payable to Singapore Post Ltd and crossed
'Account Payee Only'. Currency notes and foreign cheques should not be

remitted. ltems ordered are subject to stock availability at the time of receipt
of orders. Please allow 3 - 4 weeks for delivery of after receipt of orders.

A CTO service is provided to collectors who may wish to request for the
normal Philatelic Bureau metal circular datestamp on unaddressed or self-
addressed covers provided by customers themselves. Such covers must be
affixed with at least a stamp based on the prevailing domestic rate for
standard letter mail up to 20g or the relevant postage required for returning
the cover by air mail.
